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Cyberspace Security in Relation to New Technology
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Cyberspace security has been considered a critical issue which, however, has
seen little improvement in the past years. As new technologies emerge, even if
existing security issues are solved, novel ones appear alongside new technologies.
Two effects can be observed between new technologies and cyberspace security: the
enabling effect and the side effect. Academician Binxing FANG, an expert in the field
of cyberspace security, will give a public lecture on this topic at UM. He will discuss
security issues related to artificial intelligence, quantum technology, blockchains,
intelligent connected vehicles, industrial Internet, cloud computing platform, Big

Data system, chipset security, Internet of Things, and 5G networks.
